Active

Open to all public employees, elected and appointed
officials having responsibility for, or engaged in,

the function of governmental finance in any public
jurisdiction of the State of Arizona. $60/year

Commercial

Open to all persons not currently employed by a
governmental agency whose livelihood is derived
primarily from commercial or professional activities
related to municipal finance. $110/year

Associate

Open to any person not eligible for active or commercial
membership but who is interested in the principals and
practices of governmental finance. $35/year

Student

Open to any student who is currently attending an accredited
undergraduate or graduate program on full-time basis for
the purpose of entering the profession of public finance and
is not qualified for active membership. $15/year

Student Internship/Scholarship Program

The GFOAz Scholarship and Internship Program was
created in 2015 and honors Arizona students who
aspire to a career in public finance. One GFOAz
scholarship/internship will be awarded to an
incoming junior or senior enrolled at Arizona State
University, Grand Canyon University, Northern Arizona
University or the University of Arizona. The GFOAz
scholar will have the opportunity to interview
participating cities, towns and counties and select
their preferred internship location. Arizona cities,
towns and counties with a population of less than
300,000 may apply to participate in the internship
program. Participating or host entities are expected
to provide the student intern with a broad range of
experience in the finance department.

The GFOAz Scholarship/Internship Program includes
a cash award and a summer internship at an Arizona
city, town or county. The scholarship will be awarded
to one student at the GFOAz Winter Conference in
Prescott, Arizona in February.
